Reading
books will be sent
home after half
term.
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As part of our Art & Design learning we will start the term by creating
self-portraits. We will look at ourselves and notice our unique features.
We will mix our own colours and draw attention to the different shapes
we can see. We will focus on fine motor skills such as using scissors and
pencil control. Creativity is embedded in the EYFS curriculum and at the
heart of everything we do. )
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This year we will be using a program called “Tapestry” to communicate with
parents and guardians. It will help showcase the children’s learning. Please
ensure the school has an up to date email from you, as we will be sending
more information regarding Tapestry soon.
